ROD CHADBOURNE 2001 CONFERENCE CONVENOR WRITES:
"At the final count, the number of asbtracts submitted for our 2001 conference in Fremantle
totals 670. A quarter of these are from our international colleagues working in other countries.
Another pleasing feature is the large number of abstracts from postgraduate students.
Written papers submitted for full refereeing are now being refereed - so thank you to all
members who volunteered to serve as referees. We have been pleased to receive requests
from various SIGs for the program to accommodate their interests and are happy to take
requests from other groups.

REFEREEING FEE FOR CONFERENCE PAPERS:
The administrative fee for conference papers applies to each paper submitted for full paper
refereeing NOT per author.  AARE Executive requires this fee per paper to contribute
somewhat to the large clerical administrative costs created by the refereeing process.

REFEREE REPORTS:
Please don't email these, send them by fax as requested.  Print the PDF form and fax it to us.
Some receIved by email are unreadable and can't be sent to the paper authors after cutting off
the reviewers name.

AUDIO-VISUAL REQUIREMENTS FOR FREMANTLE CONFERENCE:
All would-be-presenters were asked to indicate their desires and these will be accommodated
to the best of our ability.  The conference is in a university so teaching rooms can be
expected.  However, you will all receive a questionnaire to obtain highly detailed information
required by the technicians to assist you.  Please answer EXACTLY and precisely.

For example a power point is an electrical outlet on the wall, in Australia - 240 volts AC.
MS PowerPoint is the software from Microsoft to put slides on a screen.  We already have
several presenters wanting power point --IN the wall? ON the wall or screen? MS or
electricity?  Please be precise.

It keeps coming back to aare@aare.edu.au from
someone who emails to us.  This virus works by lurking in your hard disk and sending itself
by email to all in your Internet Explorer email lists without your knowledge.  If you are
interested, see below quoted from VET.

ABSTRACTS GOING ON THE WEB NOW:
We are progressively putting abstracts for Fremantle 2001 conference on the web now.  This
excludes full paper refereeing paper abstracts until they are cleared by referees.  Since there
are a very large number of abstracts, please don't be alarmed if yours is not there immediately.
All papers have an alpha-numeric code [what's yours?] and the abstracts on the web are
keyword searchable by your name, paper title, etc.

DIRECT CREDITS TO AARE FROM ANONYMOUS MEMBERS:
